GUIDELINES FOR PREPARING AN APPLICATION AND PROPOSAL

Organization

Complete the Application Form as the cover sheet.
All proposal narratives should be double-spaced printed on one side of an 8 ½ x 11-inch sheet(s) of white paper.  Each page should be numbered and the narrative should not exceed ten pages.  In order to preserve the blind review process, do not indicate the identity of the researcher(s), or their institution(s) in the narrative (names will be on the application form).

Narrative Contents

a. Statement of the Problem.  The purpose and objectives of the research should be clearly stated, including research questions or hypotheses to be tested.

b. Relevance of the Research.  Applicant must show how the research is useful to professionals in Cooperative Education/Internships.

c. Background Information.  Include a brief review of any relevant research and/or literature, which will place the proposed research in context.

d. Research Methodology.  Quantitative and qualitative research designs and methodology are equally welcome.  In all proposals:

· Applicant should describe how the data is to be collected, and provide a timetable for data collection and analysis.

· Any research instruments to be used should be explained, and a sample attached.

Instruments in development are acceptable, if a prototype is provided.

· Methods for data analysis should be explained in detail.   

Budget-Maximum award is $1,500.00


Budgets should be prepared in compliance with policies for research grants established by your


Institution.  The proposed budget should describe and include the following items:

a. Personnel (clerical support; research assistants; etc.)

b. Postage, printing and photocopying costs

c. Travel (If necessary to acquire data)

d. Office supplies

e. Telephone charges
f. Other significant budget items not listed above

Non-allowable costs include:

a. Purchase of equipment

b. Salary of Principal Investigator(s)

c. Page charges or other charges connected with journal publication

d. Indirect costs

Selection Criteria


The application and proposal will be evaluated on these criteria:

a. Clarity of purpose and objectives

b. Relevancy and application of topic to MCEIA membership

c. Appropriateness of design

d. Originality and creativity

e. Adequacy of budget

f. Overall quality of the proposal

Grant recipients will be announced at the 2011 fall conference in Milwaukee, WI.  Grant recipients will receive one-half of the funds at that time in good faith with the agreement that they will present the results of their research at the 2012 fall conference, of which at that time, the remaining half of the grant monies will be awarded.  
After submission remember:

· Applications will be reviewed by experts in the profession

· It is not possible to offer either an honorarium or waive registration fees

· Presenters must register for the conference 

· Presenters are responsible for their own expenses

· Presenters will be expected to provide handouts or materials at their expense

· Notification of acceptance or rejection: June 30, 2011
